Once we have settled on a perspective, we close off with one line of thought. Certain kinds of ideas oceur to
us, but only those kinds and no others. What if the crippled man who invented the motorized cart had defined
his problem as, “How to oceupy my time while lying in bed?” rather than “How to get out of bed and move
around thc house?”
